Ask your child fo create a drawing or art piece of their special memory and frame it in 8 hand-made photo
frame. They may chooss to draw a favourits lesson, a funny moment with friends, a school trip, their favourite teacher or a job rols they were proud of. They may
choose to decorate the photo frame provided or to craft ther own using card

Twesday- Every child is unique and spacial. Cwer the course of the last year, your child will have achieved so much. Whather that's lzaming their fimas tables, swimming without
armbands or having the canfidenca ta put thair hand up in class and oifer an answer. Ramind your child that an achievement is something that has been accomplishad thraugh
preat effort, skill, perseverance ar courage then ask them to mind map all of thair achievamanis this year, both in schoal and cuisids of school. Loak at the mand map tagether
and azk your child to identify thair greatast achievemani? Encourage your child fo write about this spacial achievemant. How did they accomplish this? What barriers did they
face? YVho halpad tham? They could recard this as a story featuring themselwas as the main character, a nawspaper report or aven writa a rag!
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Wednesday- Ending the academic yaar can be & time that is full of mixed amotions for many children. However, whilst many aspeacis of school life chanpge,
many remain the same too. Spend some timea with your child discussing all of the similarities and differences batweaan their current class and the new class
thiat thay will be going into. For sxample, thair lunchtirme may remain the samea or they will now get ta learn how to play the ukulsls. Following this, ask your child
to record the similartes and differences using the tabla balow.

A naw year is als0 a great tme o make new friends. Can your child create a poster that ilustrates top tips for making friends and showing kindness? Thay
could speak to family membars or their own friends to gather some ideas first.
